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General:  
1. Members will be allowed to exhibit only in the 4-H projects in which they are enrolled as of  

May 1, 2008. Exhibits should reflect the age of the members and years in the project. Exhibits 
must be from the current club year. Use the state fair 4-H exhibit list and the Roughrider Days, 
Fair & Expo 4-H Division Supplement for exhibit ideas. All exhibits entered will be interview 
judged.  

2. 4-H members are encouraged to be creative in their exploration of 4-H projects. Exhibits should 
show this creativity. A 4-Her may enter up to three different exhibits per project . Exhibits 
must be from current club year and must relate to the project area. 
 
Exhibits are not limited to items listed in the state fair book or Roughrider Days, Fair & Expo 4-H 
Division Supplement, as these are only suggestions. An exhibit may be the actual item, a 
poster, folder, 3-ring binder, or other form of display. Exhibit guidelines such as those found in 
foods and nutrition, photography and garden items need to be followed and are listed in the 
state fair exhibit list for specific projects. Note:  Three different items may be exhibited per 
project. Duplicate items will not be accepted. 

3. 4-Hers unable to attend Roughrider Days, Fair & Expo 4-H Division may have their exhibit 
judged if they complete an absentee interview judging form and attach it to their project. This 
form is available at the extension office. Absentee exhibits are eligible for only blue, red and 
white ribbons. Non-live animal exhibits only will be accepted at the county extension office until 
3 p.m. on June 27. 

4. Exhibits not pre-registered are eligible for only blue, red and white ribbons. No special awards 
will be awarded unless exhibits are pre-registered.  

5. Entry of exhibits must be made according to guidelines in the exhibit list. Ribbons must remain 
on static exhibits until they are removed from the exhibit area during the last day of Roughrider 
Days, Fair & Expo 4-H Division. All exhibits must remain in place until 6 p.m. on July 2. 

6. A 4-H member’s county dues for current club year must be paid by June 1 of the current year 
before exhibits will be eligible to be entered for judging. 

7. Each member will be responsible for entering, displaying and picking up his/her own exhibits. 

8. Projects made in school or a classroom setting are not appropriate for exhibit at Roughrider 
Days, Fair & Expo 4-H Division and will not be accepted. Exhibits judged at previous contests 
are not eligible for judging again.  

9. Exhibits must meet project requirements as listed in the state fair book and Roughrider Days, 
Fair & Expo 4-H Division Supplement. Exhibits not meeting requirements may be lowered one 
or more ribbon placings at the discretion of the judge. 

10. 4-H members, leaders and individuals are not allowed in the static exhibit areas (June 30 after  
5 p.m.) when judges are determining superior rosettes, trophies or champion exhibits. These 
awards are given at the judges' discretion. Only pre-registered exhibits receiving a blue ribbon 
are eligible for these awards. 

11. Exhibit tags must be securely attached to each exhibit. Tags will be printed for pre-registered 
exhibits. Tags for exhibits not pre-registered will be available entry time. 
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12. County Dress Code Policy for Roughrider Days, Fair & Expo 4-H Division will be: “All 4-H 
participants/exhibitors must be neatly dressed and must wear a solid colored white, yellow, 
gray or green shirt/blouse with the 4-H emblem prominently displayed and securely fastened on 
the front. Participants/exhibitors should wear dark jeans/slacks/skirts, and livestock exhibitors 
should wear boots/protective shoes for safety. Participants in the 4-H horse show have some 
additional dress code requirements; please see the horse show rules guide GBH092 pg. 9-14.  
 
Exhibitors not following the dress code may receive a reduced ribbon placing. Any changes in 
ribbon placing are at the judge's discretion. 4-H emblem patches can be purchased from the 
county extension office for 75 cents. White shirts are also available that can be borrowed by 
any Stark-Billings County 4-H member. 4-Hers should return laundered shirts by July 11.  
 

13. Sponsor appreciation: All trophy winners are encouraged to personally thank sponsors. All 
recipients of premium money at the 4-H Livestock Premium Sale should personally thank 
premium sale buyers. This should be done by a letter and, if possible, a personal “thank you.” 
Let them know how much you appreciate their sponsorship and support of the 4-H club program 
in Stark-Billings County. 

14. A 4-H Family Picnic will be held 5:30 p.m., Thursday, July 3, at the DSU Indoor Arena. All 4-H 
members and their families, trophy sponsors, and 4-H Livestock Premium Sale buyers are 
welcome. Reserve the number of tickets your family needs on the static exhibit entry form. 
Picnic tickets required. 

Cloverbud:  

1. Exhibitors ages 6 & 7 by September 1, 2007, are Cloverbud members.   

2. Static (General) Exhibits:  Cloverbud members may enter three static exhibits on June 30. 

3. 4-H Horse Show:  Cloverbud members may participate in the 4-H Horse Show on July 1.  They 
may enter Showmanship at Halter, Western Horsemanship, Pole Bending, and Barrel Racing 
only.  Cloverbud members will receive a participation ribbon.  Not eligible for state contest.  See 
“Horse” rules on pg. 5. 

4. 4-H Showcase:  Cloverbud members may exhibit at the 4-H Showcase in the Cloverbud 
category.  See “4-H Showcase” rules on pg. 6. 

5. Dog and Pet Show:  Cloverbud members may exhibit one animal at the Dog and Pet Show.  
See “Dog and Pet Show” rules on pg. 7. 

6. Poultry and Rabbits: Cloverbud members may exhibit one animal at the Poultry and Rabbit 
Show on Wednesday, July 2. 

7. Cloverbud Livestock March:  Cloverbud members may participate in only one of the following 
species:  swine, sheep, goats, beef, and dairy. These will be shown at 3:30 pm on Thursday, 
July 3, at the Dickinson State University Indoor Arena, during the Cloverbud Livestock March.  
Individuals participating in beef and dairy must exhibit an animal born March 1, 2008, or later. 
Exhibits will receive a participation ribbon only. Cloverbud exhibitors are limited to one entry in 
the Cloverbud Livestock March. Animals exhibited by Cloverbud members are not eligible for 
the 4-H Premium Sale. 
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8. Cloverbud members will receive participation ribbon only. Premiums will be paid on up to three 
exhibits. 

9. North Dakota State Fair:  Cloverbud exhibits are NOT eligible for entry at the North Dakota 
State Fair. 

Horse:  
1. All participants must be currently enrolled in a 4-H horse project. 

2. General rules for showing in all classes and lots will be according to GBH092 (revised 
Feb 2008). Chain lead shank under jaw is permitted in showmanship at halter. Patterns to be 
used include:

3. 4-Hers must pre-register by June 9 to participate in 4-H Horse Show Division on the enclosed 
entry form. Lot changes can be made prior to the show. No late registrations will be accepted. 

4. Dress code: see GBH092, “North Dakota 4-H Horse Show Rules and Judging Guide,” pg. 9-14. 

5. Exhibitors will be divided into three age groups: 8 to 11; 12 to 14; and 15 to 18. Age group will 
be determined as of September 1, 2007. 

6. A horse will be exhibited only once in a lot. This applies to joint ownership of a horse. Once a 
horse has been exhibited in a lot, it cannot again be exhibited in that same lot. Each 4-H 
member is limited to a maximum of two horses for showing at the county event. 

7. If a horse becomes unruly in the arena, the horse and exhibitor will be asked to leave. No stud 
horses will be permitted. 

8. Broken patterns in timed events will result in “no time.” No re-runs if pattern is broken. Ties in 
timed events will be broken by re-runs. 

9. Helmets are required for all 4-H members mounted on their horses inside or outside of the 
arena. 

10. For barrels and poles, all starts and stops must be made within the designated area. Knocking 
over a barrel or pole shall cause an automatic 5-second penalty per incident. Failure to follow 
course shall be cause for disqualification. 

11. Trophies, rosettes and ribbons will be awarded. Please be aware that while a blue ribbon is not 
required for participation at the State Fair 4-H Horse show, participants are expected to enter 
only events they have participated in at the county level and only in those events where their 
level of proficiency is of blue ribbon quality. 

12. 4-Hers who participate in this year's Horse Show must participate in a 4-H horse interview at the 
Roughrider Days, Fair & Expo/4-H Division on June 30. 

13. Winners of the 12 to 14 and 15 to 18 age group showmanship at halter will advance to the 
Round Robin Livestock Showmanship Contest on Thursday, July 3, in the junior and senior 
divisions. 
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4-H Showcase:  
1. Roughrider Days Fair & Expo/4-H Showcase participants must be pre-registered for this event by 

June 9.  
 
2. 4-H Showcase is an opportunity for 4-H members to participate in the display of exhibits for the 

Clothing Revue (Buy & Show, Sew & Show, Decorate Yo ur Duds Item) and Project Expo 
(Food Fair, and Project Expo).  

 
3. 4-H Showcase will be July 2, at the Days Inn Grand Dakota Lodge. 4-H members must report to 

the 4-H Showcase registration table at the Days Inn Grand Dakota Lodge at 10:30 a.m. for 
instructions on display table location, etc. All display setup should be completed by 11 a.m. 
Judging of the 4-H Showcase will begin at 11 a.m. Project Expo displays can be taken down at 
the static exhibit release time on July 2 at 6 p.m.  

 
4. Exhibits in the Project Expo and the Clothing Revue must relate to a project in which the 4-H 

member is enrolled.  
 

5. For Teens: Clothing Revue Buy & Show category participants must be enrolled in the Clothing 
Decisions (Discovering Choice/Managing Choice) project. All accessories must be brought to 
Showcase the morning of the event. For Preteens: Clothing Revue Buy & Show category 
participants must be enrolled during the year in Learnabout, Discovering Choices or any other 
clothing-related project.) 

 
6. Decorate Your Duds category: Clothing items can be purchased or sewn.  

 
7. Age is determined as of September 1, 2007. Exhibit divisions are: Cloverbud (age 6 and 7); 

Clover (ages 8 to10); Preteen (ages 11 & 12); Teen (ages 13 to18). 
 

8. At the county 4-H Showcase, a 4-H member may exhibit in two Showcase categories. If 
selected as a county winner in more than one category, they can only enter one state 4-H 
Showcase category.  4-H members cannot enter other exhibits already on  display as static 
exhibits in the 4-H Showcase.  

 
9. Participants in the Project Expo need to provide their own card table and all needed equipment. 

Teen Clothing Revue participants are required to construct their entire outfit. Preteen Clothing 
Revue participants must construct at least one-half or more of their outfit. 4-H members must 
bring the printed pattern guide for their project. 

 
10. The county dress code will be followed for the 4-H Showcase, except for the Clothing Revue (Sew 

and Show, Buy and Show) participants who will be wearing their 4-H Showcase exhibit. 

11. 4-H members selected as division winners in the Preteen and Teen divisions of the Clothing Revue 
and the Project Expo will advance to the state 4-H Showcase contests which will be held during the 
2008 North Dakota State Fair.  
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Dog and Pet Show:  

1. Exhibitor must be enrolled in a dog, cat and/or pet project or Cloverbud project. 

2. 4-H member must pre-register by June 9 on the enclosed entry form: See dog, cat and pet show 
lot numbers in this supplement, pgs. 12-14. Dogs may be exhibited in the pet show or the dog 
show, not both shows. 

3. Exhibitor must participate in a dog, cat and/or pet interview on Monday, June 30, during static 
exhibit judging. Interview includes dog, cat and/or pet record form. The Dog and Pet Show 
replaces all live animal exhibits that were brought to the static exhibit judging area in past years. 

4. “Pets on Parade” Dog and Pet Show will be held at the DSU Indoor Arena, July 2, 7 p.m. 

5. Dogs and cats brought to the dog and pet show should be leashed at all times.  

6. Animals must have up-to-date shots. Threatening animals are not allowed. 

7. Participants in the dog and pet show will follow the 4-H dress code.  

8. Participation ribbon and premium will be awarded in all pet show entries. 

9. Blue, red, white and championship awards will be given in all dog show entries. 

10. Dogs and pets are not eligible for the 4-H Livestock Premium Sale.  

11. If an animal is exhibited in the Dog and Pet Show, it is ineligible for other Roughrider Days, Fair 
& Expo 4-H events. Animals can be exhibited only once. 
 

Livestock/Rabbits and Poultry:  
1. All livestock exhibitors, including poultry and rabbits, must participate in a livestock interview 

held on Monday, June 30, in order to exhibit their horse on July 1 and/or live animal exhibit on 
July 2 and 3. No ribbons will be awarded in the livestock interview.  
 
Livestock record forms will be required during livestock project interviews conducted on  
June 30. These record forms are available at the county extension office. Photo albums with 
additional pictures and other project information may be brought for display only. They will not 
be used in the interview judging process. Livestock exhibitor managing control forms must be on 
file at the extension office by May 1. 

2. 4-Hers exhibiting live animals are required to pre-register their exhibits on the enclosed entry 
forms for 1) livestock; 2) horse; 3) poultry and rabbits: 4) dog and pet show. Contestant 
numbers and livestock stall cards will be issued at the livestock registration table following their 
livestock interview on June 30. Participants can also pick up contestant numbers and livestock 
stall cards at the information table at the livestock arena beginning at 7:30 a.m. on June 30. 

3. Livestock exhibitors are limited to two entries per lot and a total of six animals per species. 
Rabbit and poultry exhibitors may enter once in each lot in each breed and are limited to ten 
entries. 

4. Market steers, lambs and hogs will be weighed upon arrival at the arena; see Schedule of 
Events, page 2.
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5. Two age divisions will be used in livestock showmanship (age as of September 1, 2007): senior:  
13 years and older; and junior: 12 & under. The junior and senior winners will advance to the 
overall (round robin) showmanship competition which is held following completion of livestock 
judging. A junior and senior round robin will be held. Champion showmen in horse, dairy, swine, 
beef and sheep are eligible. A 4-Her who has previously received the overall senior 
showmanship award can compete for the award in another year only if they show and qualify in 
a different livestock species. Reserve champion showman in a livestock species may substitute 
if the champion can’t or chooses not to participate.  

6. Livestock that are untrained and not kept under control will be removed from the judging ring.  
4-H members are encouraged to show their own exhibits. Livestock committee members will be 
available to assist younger members with their animals. 

7. International Association of Fairs & Expositions (IAFE) National Code of Ethics will be followed. 
Refer to page 4 of the 2008 North Dakota State Fair Exhibit List for more information. 

8. All breeding sheep are required to have a scrapies identification tag. 

9. A 4-H Family Picnic will be held 5:30 p.m., Thursday, July 3, at the DSU Indoor Arena. All 4-H 
members and their families, trophy sponsors, and 4-H Livestock Premium Sale buyers are 
welcome. Reserve the number of tickets your family needs on the static exhibit entry form. 
Picnic tickets required. 
 

Premium Sale:  
1. Clubs with members participating in the Livestock Premium Sale must assist with set up and 

tear down of arena locations. Clubs that do not assist will be assessed $5 per member, and this 
will be deducted from livestock premiums. Jobs with descriptions are available from the 
Extension office and on the volunteer sign up sheet enclosed with this booklet. Sign up is taken 
on a first-come basis for each job. If a club does not sign up, they will be assigned a job. 

2. Premiums for unruly animals removed from judging will not be sold at the 4-H Livestock 
Premium Sale. 

3. A 4-H member may sell only one exhibit at the 4-H Livestock Premium Sale. 4-H members are 
encouraged to select grand, reserve, superior, blue or red ribbon placed animals. The premium 
buyer will have the option to buy market exhibits at the market price on sale day plus paying the 
premium. If the buyer does not buy the exhibit, it will remain in the possession of the 4-Her. 4-H 
members will also have the option to sell premium only if this decision is made before sale order 
is determined. 

4. The 2008 livestock species sale order will be:  1) beef; 2) swine; 3) sheep; 4) poultry; 5) horses; 
6) dairy; 7) goats, and 8) rabbits. Species order rotates each year. Grand champion exhibits for 
all species will be sold during the 4-H Premium Sale followed by all reserve exhibits, all 
superior, blue ribbon and red ribbon exhibits. 

5. Exhibitors entering horses in the premium sale must lead their horse. No riding is allowed in the 
sales ring or building. 
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North Dakota State Fair:  
1. Static items receiving blue ribbon awards at the Roughrider Days Fair & Expo/4-H Division are 

eligible for entry at the North Dakota State Fair. 

2. Follow state fair guidelines in the North Dakota State Fair Exhibit List. Only two items per class 
are allowed at the state fair. 

3. Entry forms are included with this mailing.  

4. Cloverbud exhibits are NOT eligible for entry at the North Dakota State Fair. 

5. Static exhibit items intended for the state fair along with state fair entry forms are due in the 
extension office by 12 Noon on Wednesday, July 9, 2008. 

6. Roughrider Days Fair & Expo/4-H Division exhibit tags should remain intact on items intended 
for state fair entry. 

7. Items that cannot easily be carried by two people (size or weight) will not be accepted. Fragile 
items are best left at home. 

 

4-H Premium Money:  
1. Exhibits in the Roughrider Days Fair & Expo/4-H Division will receive premium money for award 

ribbons as follows: Blue ribbon - $5; Red ribbon - $4; White ribbon - $3; Participation ribbon - $3 

2. Premium money will be combined with state fair exhibit premium money and will be available in 
one check to each 4-H member after September 1, 2008.

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Class 9: Project: Lead Class (LEAD) 

The objective of this project is to present sheep in an attractive manner giving spectators an 
opportunity to view the sheep and 4-H member in a fashionable presentation. Garments may be 
exhibited in upcoming statewide “Make it With Wool Contest.” Entrants will be judged on the 
garment worn which must be at least 60 percent wool. The garment will be judged on fit, style 
attractiveness and appropriate use of wool while adding elegance. Entrants must also furnish a 
blanket for their sheep to wear during the judging of Lots 3 and 4. 

1. Two age divisions will be held (age as of September 1, 2007): a) junior division for 
members ages 12 & under; and b) senior division for members age 13 & over. Garment 
suggestions: junior division—vest; pants; skirt; sweater; jumper; poncho; or dress; senior 
division—two-piece garment such as jacket with pants/skirt; or sweater with pants or 
skirt; coat; or dress 

2. Participation will be divided into two categories:  judging of the garment through an 
interview and the combined judging of the garment and the sheep. 

3. 4-Hers may participate in both the garment and combined lots. However, to be eligible to 
compete in the lots 3 or 4, the garment must first be interview judged. 

4. A description statement about the garment should be attached. It should include 
members name, age, club, pattern company and pattern number, fiber content of the 
fabric, and two to three sentences describing the garment. The garment should be cut, 
sewn, knitted or crocheted by the 4-H member. 

5. In the combined judging, entrants must furnish a blanket for their sheep. The blanket 
should fit on the back of the lamb and be constructed of wool fabric. The blanket must be 
attached to the lamb securely. 

6. If a 4-H member does not own a lamb, they may borrow one for use in this project. The 
participant must train the lamb to lead. The lamb should lead on the right side of the 
member and be trained to turn and stop. The condition of the lamb will not be a factor in 
judging. Creativity is encouraged in other decoration of the lamb.
